FEATURED ARTICLE by Christine Shin 

The Art of Practicing: How to Enjoy the Process 

This is Part I of a three part series that will be featured in our August & September newsletters. 

Regardless of age, ability or performance medium, practicing can sometimes feel like a chore. The difference between “making 

music” & wrestling to bring a piece of music under our control can be painful & frustrating. Fortunately, there are some time-

tested ways to close that gap, making the process of practicing music more enjoyable. 

 1. FLUENCY: Playing music we’ve mastered can be an ecstatic experience of fluency & effortless expression. That’s what 

we’re in it for. But, practicing new material often feels like the very opposite: graceless, halting, uncertain, clumsy. Amateurish 

even. We don’t like the way we sound when practicing new material, but more to the point, we don’t like the way it feels. And 

when we’re practicing something new, we’d swear it will never, ever cross that boundary into fluency.  

One of the simplest remedies for this is keeping a piece handy that was once a hair-pulling, teeth-gnashing ordeal to get through, 

but now is a piece of cake. Play through it with your eyes closed. Ooh & aah over your rediscovered ability to leap tall buildings in 

a single bound. Now return to your current difficulties, knowing they will indeed be transcended. 

 2. SUCCESS: In addition to fluency, we want to feel accomplishment. Setting goals that are too large can be disheartening 

because they delay that feeling of success for too long. Break large goals into smaller, specific objectives—this phrase, that meas-

ure, this lick, the left hand part only—& savor the accomplishment all the more often. 

 3. VARIETY: Mix up your practice session as much as possible in as many ways as possible—easy & difficult, old hat & new challenge, 

classical & popular, fast & slow. Always include some time on your fun & fluent pieces—but don’t let that eat into your actual practicing  too 

much. You can’t have any ice cream until you eat at least some of your peas.

MIKHAIL IVANOVICH GLINKA 

Dates:  Born June 1, 1804 in Novosspaskoye, Russia   

              Died February 15, 1857 in Berlin, Germany  

Nationality: Russian 

Style/Period: Romantic 

Famous Works:  A Life of the Tsar, Ruslan & Lyudmila 

 

Glinka is considered to be the father of Russian music & his operas are said to mark the beginning of      musical nationalism in 

Russia. He grew up in St. Petersburg, Russia & studied music with teachers in Russia, Italy & Germany. He was especially inter-

ested in the folk music of his native Russia, as well as the operas of composers Bellini & Donizetti, all of which became large influ-

ences on his later compositions. Glinka decided that he wanted to write an opera of his own in the 1830’s & looked to Russian 

royalty & Russian folktales to come up with an idea for the story for his opera,  A Life of the Tsar, which was a celebration of Rus-

sian patriotism. The Russian public loved this opera & it became a huge success. 

Glinka continued to use Russian history, folktales, poems & folk music as influences on his later operas, symphonic poems,    

chamber music, piano pieces & songs—making his music distinctively Russian. He moved to Spain in 1845 & began using influ-

ences from Spanish dance & native music in his works, writing the overtures Jota Aragonesa & Night in Madrid.
